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1.0 RATIONALE

Queensland Academy for Science Mathematics and Technology’s (QASMT) vison is; ‘a world class
education that nurtures excellence and fosters global leadership for an ever-changing world’. We believe
that the QASMT dress code standards reflect this vision and the level of pride in our school community;
our professional image, our values and our sense of belonging. We expect our students to wear the school
uniform with pride and to maintain high dress code standards at all times, both inside and outside of the
school grounds.

To ensure a sense of belonging, our dress code is inclusive in language and choice. We believe that
providing inclusive and flexible uniform options, is a critical step in allowing personal preference and
preventing discrimination on the basis of gender or cultural identity.

2.0 THE IMPORTANCE OF WEARING THE CORRECT UNIFORM

In accordance with section 360 of the Education (General Provisions) Act 2006 (QLD), the QASMT Dress
Code Policy:

e has been developed in consultation with the school community;

¢ is consistent with health and safety considerations;

e complies with anti-discrimination legislation;

¢ considers affordability, functionality, and durability of uniform items; and

e provides uniform options, such as shorts and pants/trousers, in all uniform categories for all students,
regardless of gender.

The Queensland Department of Education School Dress Code Policy is designed to respect the rights of
students and schools. It is important that students, staff, parents and caregivers have a shared
understanding of the importance of wearing the correct uniform and the process involved in making any
decisions regarding the QASMT Dress Code Policy.

3.0 QASMT:

o follows the Department of Education and Training guidelines in relation to Student Dress Code and
Sun Safety.
¢ follows the guidelines outlined in the QASMT Inclusion Policy and QASMT Gender Diversity Strategy

¢ believes that the school dress code reflects school community standards and balances the rights of
individual students with the best interests of the whole school community;

e promotes an inclusive school community which is respectful of gender and cultural diversity;

o establishes a welcoming culture of school pride, a positive learning environment and high
expectations; and

e improves student safety by enabling staff to identify people within the school grounds who are not
associated with the school.

4.0 RESPONSIBILITIES
Students should:

e attend school wearing the uniform as prescribed in this policy

e ensure they wear the uniform with pride at school, to and from school, and when representing
QASMT in the broader community

e wear hats to and from school, on excursions and in the school grounds when in the sun. This applies
to all students in Years 7-12.

o follow directions given by staff members with respect to student dress and appearance.

Parents/caregivers should:
e ensure their child is supplied with the correct uniform as outlined in this policy, including requirements
for shoes and hats;
e ensure their child wears the correct uniform to school each day;
e support their child to bring all required uniform items to school each day as prescribed within this
policy.

QASMT will:

¢ monitor student uniform and support students to wear the correct uniform;
¢ update the school Dress Code Policy as required;
e advise students when the Formal Uniform is required (for special events and assemblies).

5.0 DEFINITIONS

Dress code is the standard specifying what is acceptable in relation to items of clothing, footwear and
jewellery worn by the students, and the personal presentation of the students that applies when students
are attending or representing the school.

Uniform types are the types uniforms determined by a school to be appropriate for different occasions or
activities. At QASMT, they are Day, Formal and Active Wear.

Uniform categories are categories of items determined by the school for each uniform type. At QASMT,
uniform categories are identified as shirts, bottoms, accessories and optional items.

Uniform styles are the styles of items in each uniform category. At QASMT, students may choose to wear
Style A, Style B or a combination of Style A and B for the Day and Formal uniform types.

6.6 GENERAL SPECIFICATIONS
Hair

Hair should be clean and groomed in a neat and appropriate style, with limited product. Hair that is shoulder
length or longer, must be tied up with a natural hair coloured band. If wearing a ribbon, it must be red or
navy, worn over hair ties that are similar to hair colour. Hair must be tied back and neat at all times and no
long fringes/bangs, shaved undercuts or shaved patterns allowed. Minimum hair length must be a number
3 blade. Natural looking hair colour only. Hair must be conservative and of a non-attention seeking style.
Extreme hairstyles or significant variations in hair length (including but not limited to, tracks, shaved
undercuts, dreadlocks and rat’s tails) are not permitted. No shaved heads will be allowed for any purpose
other than medical reasons.

Facial hair growth needs to be neatly and closely shaven.

Jewellery

Plain sleepers or studs only, with no more than two earrings in each ear.

Any other body piercing such as nose rings, eyebrow rings or other visible body piercing are not to be
worn as they are neither safe nor suitable for school. A necklace must not be visible. A simple wristwatch,
smartwatch or exercise training band such as a Fitbit is acceptable and one simple plain ring.

Tattoos

Visible tattoos or body art are not permitted.

Make up

No makeup is to be worn to school with the exception of natural concealer or discreet sun factor makeup.
Only clear nail polish is allowed.
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Badges

Students may only wear badges on their uniform if they are school issued or endorsed. Charity badges
are only to be worn for the duration of the campaign. Badges must be worn neatly on the lapels of the
blazer.

Wearing the active wear uniform for PHE, sports events and training

Students are required to wear the Day or Formal Uniform (depending on the time of year) to and from
school on days when they have PHE lessons, and will get changed in the break times, prior to and after
the lesson, to minimise disruption to lesson times.

Students who are being picked up or dropped off outside the Academy when attending sport training before
or after school are permitted to wear the Active Wear Uniform to and from home.

Students catching public transport or walking to or from school for sport training must wear the Day or
Formal Uniform (depending on the time of year).

The school cap or bucket hat must be worn with the Active Wear Uniform, and students are encouraged
to apply sunscreen as per the Department of Education’s Sun Safety in Secondary Schools Guidelines.

7.0 NON-COMPLIANCE WITH THE DRESS CODE POLICY

Students out of uniform will be required to bring a note from parents/caregivers outlining a valid reason.
This is each student’s responsibility. Students not wearing the correct uniform must report to their House
Dean and if unavailable, then any House Dean, before classes commence.

The following may occur for students out of uniform.

¢ Any student out of uniform will be issued with a uniform slip, which must be taken to class.
¢ Information will be recorded.

e Students may be issued with a reflection or detention.

e Parents/caregivers may be contacted.

e Student may be sent to the House Dean or Deputy Principal.

¢ An alternative program for the day may be provided for the student.

¢ The student may be sent home to dress appropriately.

8.0 VARIATIONS

Any variation to the dress code needs to be applied for in writing to the Principal
EAtoPrincipal@gasmt.eq.edu.au. From time to time, due to cultural or medical reasons, slight variations
may be approved.
